Permission to Land Procedures

Sheboygan County Memorial Airport (KSBM) is designated as
a “user fee airport” [19 CFR 122.1(m);19 CFR 122.15].

Pilots must secure permission to land by contacting CBP prior
to departure from the foreign port or place and at least one
business day in advance of the anticipated arrival time at
KSBM.

Permission to land is granted with a tolerance of (+/-) 30
minutes. If your ETA deviates outside these parameters,
previously granted permission(s) are invalid and you must
contact CBP to re-secure permission to land.

A CBP Officer will meet the aircraft on the ramp to begin the inspection.

The pilot in charge shall hold the aircraft, and any merchandise or baggage on the aircraft for inspection.
Passengers and crew members shall be kept in a separate place until a CBP Officer authorizes their departure.
All crew and passengers will be escorted inside the facility for processing.

Be prepared to present passports, visas, pilot’s license, medical certificate, aircraft registration, and user fee

o Regardless of flight origin, all international trash is required to be bagged for disposal.

Special Procedures/Miscellaneous

o The FBO servicing the Sheboygan County Memorial Airport is located on the southwest corner

of the airfield.

o The FBO is not attached to the Sheboygan County General Aviation Facility.
